Year 3 Swimming Lessons

We have been given the go-ahead by the Department for Education to start swimming lessons and have
arranged for children in Year 3 to have weekly swimming lessons at Wycombe Leisure Centre during the
Summer Term. Tuition will be provided by the Centre’s swimming instructors and trained school staff.
Swimming lessons will take place each Wednesday afternoon and will start next week, on Wednesday 28
April. The last session for the term will be on Wednesday 14 July, eleven sessions altogether.

Children will need to bring:
- Towels and swim suits (one pieces for the girls and close fitting trunks for the boys — no Bermudas!)
- Goggles may be worn but will need to be removed for specific activities.
- All pupils must wear a swimming hat.
- No jewellery — earrings must be removed or if this is not possible, covered with Elastoplast.

We are travelling to Wycombe Leisure Centre by a coach fitted with 3 point seat belts. The use of the pool
and tuition costs will be covered by the school but we are requesting a contribution of £40.00 towards the
cost of the transport for the eleven sessions during the Summer term.
