Hughenden Eco Council got to ask questions about the
role the councillors have and how decisions are made within the Parish
Council. The Eco Council shared their vision about Eco projects around
our school including the planting of new hedging, raised beds, recycling crisps packets in the lunch hall,
recycling used pens and how we might reduce the amount of paper we use in school. The Parish
Councillors then had a tour of the school and they we very impressed with our green spaces. For Jill
Armshaw it was a special visit because her children attended the school when it was an infant school - but
we won't say how long ago that was!
