Changes to collection arrangements 
We have an increasing number of parents asking to collect their children early so they can attend 
appointments.  Please note that on assembly days, Monday, Wednesday and Friday’s, you will have to collect 
at 2.45pm before assembly starts.  It is appreciated if you can provide advance notice in these instances so 
we can inform relevant staff ahead of time. 
 
Absences 
If your child is absent, please can you email attendance@hughendenprimary.co.uk with your child’s full 
name and school year with the reason why they are absent from school. If this can be done no later than 
9.30am, it really helps us account for all children – thank you. 
 
Wraparound Care 
There has been an increasing number of parents forgetting to book their children in for wraparound care. 
This has caused some confusion and upset amongst the children when they aren’t sure where they are 
meant to be going. We thank you for your continued support and to ensure your child has a space, pre-
booking is essential. Please make sure bookings are made by 2pm so that staff can be made aware.
