Christmas Post Box

Thursday 30th November – Year 6 Walk to Hughenden Church  
Year 6 will be attending the Christmas Unwrapped event at Hughenden Church. 
The children will have an early lunch before walking to Church, they will be back 
for a normal school collection.

The amended date for our charity cake sale and mufti day is taking place on Friday 1st December in order to 
raise funds for the humanitarian crisis in Gaza.  There is a suggested donation of 50p for mufti but if you 
prefer to just support the bake sale, or visa versa, that’s completely understandable.

Friday 15th December - Dolce Christmas Lunch – open for booking 
In order for your child to take part in the Dolce Christmas Lunch, which is now available to 
order.
